SUBJECT: Proposed Agriculture Policy Update

Recommendation: That the Raisin-South Nation Source Protection Committee approve the proposed
policies as presented and direct staff to update the Source Protection Plan and Explanatory Document
as needed.

Background:

The Source Protection Plan is being revised as part of a comprehensive review under section 36 of the
Clean Water Act (order from the Minister). Policy updates were scoped as part of a formal workplan
consultation with the local Source Protection Authorities, municipalities, and the Ministry of
Environment, Conservation and Parks (MECP).

The proposed Agricultural Policies for Nutrient Management Plans, AG-1 and AG-2, directions
were presented to the Source Protection Committee (SPC) on February 25, 2021 for endorsement.
The SPC approved minor changes to AG-1 policy to clarify that the policy does not capture Nutrient
Management Plans.

Based on preliminary consultation with the Ontario Ministry of Agriculture, Food and Rural Affairs
(OMAFRA) and MECP, the Agricultural Policies were further revised. The final policy is discussed in
more detail below.

Agricultural Activities: Nutrient Management Act

Policy AG-1 currently directs OMAFRA to review existing and future instruments under the Nutrient
Management Act, 2002. This approach was chosen to reduce regulatory burden and avoid
unnecessary costs.

OMAFRA’s Nutrient Management Act includes multiple Prescribed Instruments that relate to
agricultural activities. Each of these Instruments manage activities differently with different standards of
review/approval. Staff met with OMAFRA staff to review the effectiveness of these instruments in the
context of the Source Protection Policy implementation.

The policy works well for Non-Agricultural Source Material (NASM) Plans and Nutrient Management

Strategies that require OMAFRA approval; however, not all agricultural activities that are or could be an
existing or future significant drinking water threat are managed through these tools.
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Gaps in policy implementation exist as not all prescribed instruments allow OMAFRA to require
additions or amendments to address Source Water Protection threats, and not all prescribed
instruments require OMAFRA approval.

OMAFRA also does not have the authority to impose terms and conditions on these plans. The
Consultants who prepare these Plans should address drinking water threats when creating the plan,
but they are not legally required to do so. This means OMAFRA cannot guarantee that these
instruments contain the appropriate provisions.

There have been on-going issues with implementation of AG-1 and it has been challenging to confirm
when there is a prescribed instrument and whether that prescribed instrument manages the threat. This
gap was identified by the Risk Management Officials when the Source Protection Plans were first
implemented. As a stopgap measure, these threats were managed by the Risk Management Plan
policy AG-2.

Following consultation with OMAFRA and MECP, a single Policy (AG-1) is proposed which would
require an RMP for all agricultural activities where the activities are or could be an existing or future
threat. (A track-change version is included as Appendix A).

Where an activity has a prescribed instrument, such as a Nutrient Management Strategy, the
landowner or their representative may apply for an exemption from the RMP requirement if it is
demonstrated that the prescribed instrument contains conditions that manage the drinking water
related threat.

Policy Recommendation:
Policy AG-1 — Existing and future agricultural activities subject to a Risk Management Plan

The following activities are designated for the purpose of Section 58 of the Clean Water Act, 2006 (Risk
Management Plan) where the activity is or could be a significant threat:

e storage and application of agricultural source material (ASM);

¢ the handling, storage, and application of non-agricultural source material (NASM);

e the use of land for livestock grazing/pasturing, outdoor confinement area/farm-animal
yard; and,

e the handling, storage, and application of commercial fertilizer.

Risk Management Plan

The Risk Management Plan will be based upon the same principles as the requirements of a Nutrient
Management Plan/Strategy or Environmental Farm Plan.

The Risk Management Plan will include these conditions where appropriate:

e Requiring soil samples be done at least once every five years

e Based on soil samples, fertilizer and ASM shall be used at the appropriate rates

¢ Requiring mitigation measures, including structural or management alterations, to prevent
runoff that could pose a risk to drinking water from entering surface water, such as a berm
or the establishment of minimum vegetative buffers between application areas and surface
water

e Requiring any other alterations needed to meet current best management practices (i.e.,
nutrient management standards for runoff)

o No ASM, NASM or commercial fertilizer shall be spread within the WHPA-A (100 m around
the wellhead)

e Any other measure that protects drinking water or which are necessary to meet the test of
“ceases to be a significant drinking water threat” to the satisfaction of the RMO

¢ Any other measures required to mitigate the potential risk to drinking water to the
satisfaction of the RMO

If a person has a prescribed instrument under the Nutrient Management Act that regulates the activity
or activities the person is or is proposing to be engaged in at the particular location, and the prescribed
instrument contains conditions to ensure that it conforms to the significant threat policies above, the
person may apply to the Risk Management Official for an exemption from the Risk Management Plan
requirement above as per section 61 of Regulation 287/07.

Note: Additional policies apply. See: MONITORING-1, GENERAL-5, and GENERAL-6.

Conclusion

Upon approval, staff will make the necessary updates to the Source Protection Plan and Explanatory
Document for consultation.

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Raisin-South Nation Source Protection Committee approve the proposed policies as
presented and direct staff to update the Source Protection Plan and Explanatory Document for
consultation.

BACKGROUND:

The Source Protection Plan is being revised as part of a comprehensive review under section 36 of the
Clean Water Act (order from the Minister). Policy updates were scoped as part of a formal workplan
consultation with the local Source Protection Authorities, municipalities, and the Ministry of
Environment, Conservation and Parks (MECP).

Staff drafted proposed policy updates for final approval by the Source Protection Committee (SPC).
Once approved, the Source Protection Plan will be updated to include the new policies. Additional
housekeeping updates will be completed including legislation and code updates. The final policies are
discussed in more detail below.

1. Liquid Hydrocarbon Pipelines

On July 1, 2018, amendments to the General regulation (O. Reg 287/07) under the Clean Water Act
came into effect. The amended regulation expanded the list of prescribed drinking water threat
activities to include circumstances for the establishment and operation of a liquid hydrocarbon pipelines
as a drinking water threat.

This new prescribed threat captures pipelines that transmit or distribute liquid hydrocarbons to
terminals and distribution centres; specifically, within the meaning of Ontario Regulation 210/01 under
the Technical Safety and Standards Act or that are subject to the National Energy Board Act. It does
not capture pipelines that move liquefied natural gas or liquid petroleum gas.

Liquid hydrocarbon pipelines exist in the Raisin-South Nation SPR (major lines include Enbridge and
TransNorthern); however, none have been identified as a significant drinking water threat.

There is potential for existing pipelines to be converted to liquid hydrocarbon pipelines (i.e., the Line 9
conversion), or a new source protection area could be established that encompasses an existing
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pipeline.

The following policy tools were available to address the threat: Specified Actions; Best Management
Practices; and Education and Outreach. The goal for reducing or eliminating this drinking water threat
is to prevent spills due to pipeline ruptures and to have appropriate spill response. Note that the
policies remain non-legally binding under the Clean Water Act framework.

Policy Recommendations:

In March 2021, the SPC approved creation of a new policy section titled: Establishment and Operation
of a Liquid Hydrocarbon Pipeline. An overview and Policy Intent sub-section will be added following the
current Source Protection Plan format.

Draft policies were presented to the SPC in March and approved in principle. The SPC MECP liaison
raised concerns with the implementer and consistency with other Source Protection Regions.

Staff have been waiting on a provincial meeting with Pipeline Regulators to discuss the proposed
policies. In the interim, the proposed policy wording has been updated to specify the pipeline owners
and regulators are responsible for implementation of these policies. (A track-change version is included
as Appendix B).

Title: Emergency response planning for liquid hydrocarbon pipelines where they would be a significant
drinking water threat.

o that the pipeline design and operational best management practices are in place (including
potential additional design and operational best management practices); and,

e aprovision is included in the Contingency Plan that the facility owner work with the local
municipality to ensure that testing of the Contingency Plan is carried out regularly (frequency
and priority to be determined in consultation).

Title: Notice and planning for future liquid hydrocarbon pipelines where they would be a significant
drinking water threat.

Type: Specify Action Policy
Implementer: Canada Energy Regulator and Ontario Energy Board
Legal Effect: Non-Legally Binding (Director’s List K)

Where the establishment and operation of a liquid hydrocarbon pipeline would be a significant drinking
water threat, the pipeline proponent, the Canada Energy Regulator, and Ontario Energy Board are
encouraged to provide the Source Protection Authority the location of any new proposed pipeline within
Source Protection Area.

The Canada Energy Regulator and the Ontario Energy Board are also requested to ensure that the
applicant has complied with or included appropriate design standards (including location of safety
valves), monitoring, and maintenance practices (including integrity management programs) to prevent
a pipeline from becoming a significant drinking water threat.

CONCLUSION

Upon approval staff will make the necessary updates to the Source Protection Plan and Explanatory
Document for consultation.

Source water is the raw water that we take
from lakes, rivers, or underground aquifers
to supply people with drinking water.

The goal of Source Water Protection is to
protect these sources of drinking water from
contamination and overuse, now and into
the future.

The Ontario Clean Water Act requires
municipalities and stakeholders to work
together to develop watershed-based
Source Protection Plans. These plans focus
on protecting the source water that supplies
municipal drinking water systems.

Source Protection Plans were prepared by
local Source Protection Committees.

Source Protection Committees were
established for each of the 19 Source
Protection Regions in Ontario. The

committees are made up of municipal,
public, and sector representatives appointed
by the Source Protection Authorities.
Committee Chairs were appointed by the
Minister of the Environment and Climate
Change.

These committees are responsible for
preparing the Terms of Reference,
Assessment Reports and Source Protection
Plans to meet the requirements of the Clean
Water Act. The Committees are required to
follow the Clean Water Act, its regulations,
Director’s rules, guidance material created
by the Province, and to work collaboratively
with municipalities and Source Protection
Authorities.

The Raisin-South Nation Source Protection
Committee is made up of 15 members plus
a chairperson. The 15 member committee
represents the interests of the local
municipalities, agricultural sector,
commercial and industrial sectors, and the
general public. There are additional (non-
voting) liaisons representing each Source
Protection Authority, Ministry of the
Environment, Conservation and Parks; and
the Eastern Ontario Health Unit.

Always Consider Source Water
Protection When Reviewing
Development Applications

Section 59 of the Clean Water Act
(Restricted Land Uses) enables a process
for catching or flagging activities before they
are established so they do not become a
drinking water threat. The process is
triggered by development applications
under the Planning Act and building permit

applications.

Restricted land uses are applied to areas
where significant drinking water threats are
possible and where Section 57 (Prohibited

Activities) or Section 58 (Regulated
Activities) policies apply.

The Risk Management Official works with
planning and building authorities to ensure
they are aware of the areas prescribed in
the Source Protection Plan as being subject
to Section 59 and the activities that they
pertain to.

Learn How You Can Help Protect Drinking Water at the Source
October 26, 2021

With more than 100 signs installed along roadways throughout the Raisin-South Nation Drinking
Water Source Protection Region in Eastern Ontario, chances are you’'ve noticed the “Drinking
Water Protection Zone” signs in your community. But, do you know what they mean?

Drinking water source protection is possible in Ontario through the Clean Water Act, 2006. The
protection zones are areas around municipal drinking water sources where extra protective
measures help to reduce risk and keep drinking water safe and clean. These signs are the most
visible way for residents to know where their municipal drinking water sources are most
vulnerable and most in need of protection.

Ontario’s municipal drinking water sources include groundwater (underneath our feet in
aquifers, drawn through municipal wells); and surface water (such as the St. Lawrence, South
Nation, and Ottawa Rivers).

An October education blitz was launched by Conservation Ontario and local source protection
authorities aims to bring awareness about these signs, source water protection, actions that
have taken place since 2006, and how residents can be part of this important work to protect
public health.

Some ways to help protect drinking water sources include:
e Conserving water

¢ Disposing of hazardous waste properly

¢ Using non-toxic, environmentally friendly products

e Reducing or eliminating use of pesticides, fertilizers, sidewalk salts and not
over-watering your lawn

e Keeping your septic in proper working order, including regular pump outs

e Protecting and maintaining private wells

e Report potentials spills and pollution directly to the Spills Action Centre by calling 1-866-
MOE-TIPS, or visiting: www.ontario.ca/page/report-pollution-and-spills

Source Protection Plans are developed by local Source Protection Committees including
representatives from Provincial, Municipal, and sector representatives (community, aggregate,
commercial/industrial and agricultural) which meet several times a year with Conservation
Authority staff. The Raisin-South Nation Source Protection Plan has been in effect since 2014.
